	Cooperation between Republic of Kazakhstan and Turkey 

Political relations

Dynamics of development of the Kazakh-Turkish relations based on a generality of historical and cultural roots of two nations and coincidence of interests of two states on many questions of the international and regional life, allow us to speak about strategic character of partnership between our states. Turkey recognizes leading role of Kazakhstan in the Central Asia and considers our country as the most important partner in the region. The considerable contribution to development of bilateral and multilateral relations with Turkey is brought, first of all, by high intensity of contacts, especially at the high levels. The important impulse has given to bilateral interaction by official visit of President of Kazakhstan N.Nazarbaev to Turkey on May 21-23, 2003. Within the visit the intergovernmental long-term agreement on trade and economic cooperation has been signed.

Within the official visit of Prime-minister of Turkey R.Erdogan to Kazakhstan on May 26-27, 2005 business forum was organized with participation of businessmen of two country and a number of governmental and interdepartmental agreements on cooperation in the field of struggle against the international terrorism, the organized crime, drug trafficking, archival business and statistics was signed.

In the meeting of President of Kazakhstan N.Nazarbaev with Prime minister of Turkey R.Erdogan in Antalya on May 18th, 2006 questions of bilateral cooperation was discussed, including 2nd Summit of Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in Asia (CICA) which has taken place in Almaty, opening ceremony of Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline in Ceyhan, the next Summit of heads of Turkish language states. Minister of Foreign Affairs of Turkey A.Gul has taken part in 2nd Summit of Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in Asia.

Dynamics of development of mutual relations was positively affected also by official visit of Minister of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan M.Tazhin to Ankara on April 4-5, 2007 in which meetings with President A.N.Sezer, the Prime-minister R.T.Erdogan and Minister for Foreign Affairs A.Gul was organized. During meeting with the Head of foreign policy department A.Gul realizations reached before have been summed up and prospects of bilateral cooperation on trade, economics, energy, investment and military-technical spheres was considered. Special value has been given to energy cooperation, in particular deliveries of the Kazakhstan hydrocarbon raw materials through the route Aktau-Baku-Tbilisi-Ceylan, joint participation in project of building of Samsun-Ceyhan oil pipeline, and also building of oil refining factory in port Ceyhan.

On September 30th, 2007 President of Kazakhstan N.Nazarbaev has visited Turkey with working visit. In Ankara the Head of the State has met with the President of Turkey A.Gul and has congratulated his colleague by his new post. At the meeting prospects of the further development of bilateral cooperation have been discussed. The Turkish side has highly appreciated visit of Head of Kazakhstan as the first visit to Turkey on high level after election of 11th president.

On December 13th, 2007 the visit of the President of Turkey A.Gul to Kazakhstan has taken place. During meeting of the presidents questions of bilateral trade and economic cooperation such as development of energy and transport communication have been discussed. The program for long-term economic cooperation between the governments of Kazakhstan and Turkey have been signed and the plan of measures on realization of the specified program for 2008-2009. In particular, it was noticed that building of oil refining factory in port Ceyhan wil give the big impulse to energy cooperation, in which national oil and gas company "KazMunayGas" intends to participate. Besides, building of the railway Kars-Tbilisi-Baku has great value for trade development in region.

Cooperation between Kazakhstan and Turkey is also successfully developing in the areas such as UN, Economic Cooperation Organization, Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in Asia and Summit of heads of Turkish language states.

On November 17th, 2006 in Antalya VIII Summit of heads of Turkish language states has taken place, with participation of presidents of Kazakhstan, Turkey, Azerbaijan and Kyrgyzstan. As the results of summit the Antalya Declaration was signed. In the Declaration necessity of strengthening of economic and transport communications between the Turkic countries was noted and importance of joint struggle against terrorism, distributions of weapons of mass destruction, contraband of drugs, weapons smuggling, a human trade and other kinds of the organized crime was underlined. A Creation of Parliamentary Assembly Turkish language state was initiated by president of Kazakhstan N.Nazarbaev and has been positively apprehended by Turkey.

On September 9th, 2008 in Antalya the informal meeting between President of Kazakhstan N.Nazarbaev and President of Turkey A.Gul has taken place. During meeting dynamically developing relations between two states and political affinity on prominent aspects of bilateral cooperation has noted. In turn A.Gul has expressed his satisfaction with development of political, economic and cultural-humanitarian relations between Kazakhstan and Turkey. At a meeting of heads of two states the necessity of activation of work of the Summit of heads of Turkish language states also has been underlined. In this connection it is noticed that creation of Constant Secretary of the Summits of heads of Turkish language states should be included in to the agenda of the next Summit of heads of Turkish language states planned to carry out in Baku. Along with other questions, leaders of the states have exchanged opinions on necessity of the prompt signing of the Agreement on Parliamentary assembly of Turkish language states.

Whole mutual visits show increasing dynamics of mutual relations of two countries on all ways of bilateral and multilateral cooperation and formation of mutually advantageous partnership on a number of directions.

Consultations are adjusted on various questions of the international relations and bilateral cooperation between foreign policy departments of two countries. During consultations parties mark similarity of positions on many actual regional and a world policy problems, and also mutual support of initiatives.

On April 3rd, 2008 in Ankara political consultations between the Ministries for Foreign Affairs of Republic Kazakhstan and Turkish Republic have taken place. The Kazakhstan delegation was headed by the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan K.Sarybay, Turkish delegation – the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of Turkey U.Cevikoz. Within the frameworks of political consultations K.Sarybay's meetings with the First deputy of Minister for Foreign Affairs of Turkey E.Apakan, the State Ministers of Turkey M.Aydin and S.Yazicioglu, the deputy of Parliament of Turkey – the head of inter-parliamentary group of friendship between Kazakhstan and Turkey M.Cicek also have been held.

At the summit of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of member states of Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in Asia passed in August 2008, Turkey was represented by the State Minister M.Simsek.

The State Minister of Turkey M.Aydin has taken part in Conference of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Muslim and western countries «The General World: progress through a variety», passed in October 2008 in Astana.

The meeting of experts of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan and Turkey on inventory of base of the international contracts between Kazakhstan and Turkey has taken place in Ankara on 25-26 of February 2009.

The State Minister of Turkey F.Celik and the chief of the Department of Religion Affairs at Government of Turkey A.Bardakoglu have taken part in session of the Third Congress of leaders of the world and traditional religions, passed in Astana on 1-2 July 2009.

The tendency of expansion of Kazakh-Turkish inter-parliamentary communications was outlined.

To realize the decisions of VIII Summit of heads of Turkish language states, session of delegations of a legislature of Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkey under the direction of assistants of speakers of parliaments discuss the draught agreement on creation of Parliamentary assembly Turkish language states on February 21-22, 2008. As a result of session protocol was signed, according to which the project of the specified agreement is approved. Also on February 26-27, 2008 in Ankara session of experts of Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkey on preparation and discussion of the project of the Charter of Constant Secretary of the Summits of heads of Turkish language states has taken place. Besides, the Turkish side offers on consideration of the parties the draught agreement on creation of Constant Secretary of the Summits of heads of Turkish language states in Ankara. The additional meeting of experts was organized in Astana on March 27-28, 2008.

The official visit of K.Toptan -The Chairman of Parliament of Turkey has taken place on October 19 - 23, 2008.

Within the frameworks of visit K.Toptan has been accepted by President of Kazakhstan, has met chairmen of chambers of parliament and the Prime Minister. During the meetings the parties had been discussed questions of bilateral cooperation, including inter-parliamentary communications.

During the meeting with K.Tokaev – The Chairman of the Senate of Parliament of Kazakhstan, the speaker of Turkish parliament has suggested to organize the meeting of heads of parliaments of Turkish language states on November 20-21, 2008 in Istanbul for signing the Agreement on Parliamentary assembly of Turkish language states. The head of the upper chamber of parliament of Kazakhstan has accepted such offer.

During the period from 18th to 22nd November 2008 in Istanbul for discussion and preparation of the draught agreement on Parliamentary assembly of Turkish language states there was an expert group of Parliament of Kazakhstan. During the meeting at the level of experts the parties have discussed and have coordinated the questions connected with editorial completion of the project of the specified Agreement. The parties have agreed that after creation of Parliamentary assembly of Turkish language states the Position project about Parliamentary assembly will be developed in which the site of Secretary of Assembly will be defined etc.

On November 21st, 2008 the first Conference of heads of parliaments of Turkish language states, including Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkey has taken place. The Kazakhstan delegation was headed by the Vice-president of the Senate of Parliament of Kazakhstan M.Kopeev.

	As a result of Conference the Agreement on Parliamentary assembly of Turkish language states has been signed by heads of delegations. The parties also have agreed to hold the sessions of Conference in alphabetic order. Next session will be hold in territory of Azerbaijan (in the Baku).

On 5-8 January 2009 under the invitation of group of friendship "Kazakhstan-Turkey" of Great National Parliament of Turkey the delegation of Mazhilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan led by N. Rustemov – chairman of Committee of international affairs, defense and safety of Mazhilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan N.Rustemov visited Turkey. In delegation there was the chairman of parliamentary group on cooperation with Turkey a deputy V. Konurbaev, deputies of Mazhilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan K. Bisenov and K. Uali, also.

On 23-27 April 2009 in Antalya football tournament was organized with participation of parliamentary delegations of Kazakhstan, Hungary, Romania, Italy, Poland and Turkey. The Kazakhstan delegation was headed by E. Nigmatulin – the chairman of committee concerning ecology and wildlife management of Mazhilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan.

From 28th April until 2nd May 2009 Committee on the international affairs, defense and safety of Mazhilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan was in the cities Ankara, Istanbul and Konya for participation in the fact-finding actions organized by non-governmental public organization "Dialogue-Eurasia". Within the frameworks of the given trip Kazakhstan deputies had the meetings with the Chairman of Parliament of Turkey K. Toptan, The State minister of Turkey supervising questions of cooperation with of Turkish language states M. S. Yazicioglu and deputies of Turkish parliament – members of group of friendship “Kazakhstan-Turkey”.

On May 21-22, 2009 the deputy of Parliament of Turkey, the floor leader of friendship Kazakhstan-Turkey M. Cicek has taken part in the international conference «Modern Kazakhstan and a way to Europe», organized by Parliament of Kazakhstan.

Dynamical development of trade and economic relations between Kazakhstan and Turkey proceeds.

 Turkey is one of the important trade and economic partners of Kazakhstan. According to Turkish Agency on foreign trade, the volume of Turkish export to Kazakhstan in January-July, 2009 has made 604, 3 million dollars of USA that is 63,6% less than the similar period of 2008 and import – 339,756 million dollars of USA with reduction by 37,1%. Despite change of a situation in the foreign trade turnover with Turkey in favor of Kazakhstan, the commodity nomenclature of export and import of Kazakhstan remains invariable. The structure of the Kazakhstan’s export is characterized by mainly raw materials (wheat, oil, gas, coal, metal rolling etc.) while the basic component of Turkish export to our country are the final goods (textiles, building materials, production of chemical manufacture, etc.).

According to National bank of Kazakhstan from December of 1993 until December of 2008, total inflow of direct investments from Turkey to Kazakhstan has made 2, 3 billion Dollars of USA (for 4th quarter of 2008 – 43,2 million US dollars). Nevertheless, investments in the field of building remain very low. In particular, the parties are interested in creation of joint ventures on manufacture of building materials.

The effective mechanism of expansion of bilateral trade and economic relations between Kazakhstan and Turkey is the Intergovernmental Kazakh-Turkish economic commission, 5th session of which has passed on May 5-6, 2008 in Ankara. At the session the arrangement in the field of building and opening of Kazakhstan-Turkey Park in 2008 in Astana has been reached. Before parties had reached agreements on cooperation in the field of public health services, work and social protection, contract and consulting services, tourism and sports, agriculture, energy and transport. The parties also have agreed to give technical support and to organize training programs for experts in such areas as agriculture, bank sphere, insurance, tax and trade system, within the frameworks of the program which will be defined by corresponding bodies of the parties.

In the current year the next session of Intergovernmental Kazakh-Turkish economic commission is planning to be organized in Astana. Now terms of its carrying out are studied.

The powerful contribution to development of trade and economic relations first of all brings activity of representatives of business circles of both countries. Business forum was organized in September 2007 in Astana by Confederation of industrialists and businessmen of Turkey «ТUSКОN», National Economic Chamber of Kazakhstan "Atameken" and Association of Businessmen of Kazakhstan (KASKA). In this forum 39 agreements (contracts and reports on intentions) have been sighed for the sum more than 300 million US dollars. Within the frameworks of the international business forum «Turkey – Eurasia: the Foreign Trade Bridge 2», passed in Istanbul on December 4-9 2007, between businessmen of Kazakhstan and Turkey, there were arranged more than 1500 bilateral business meetings, and the sum of preliminary agreements (contracts and reports on intentions) signed was more than 185 million US dollars. 

On 1-3 June 2009 delegation of “КАSКА” consisting of 65 persons, has taken part in a large international business forum “The Foreign Trade Bridge: Turkey – the countries of the world 2009” in Istanbul.  

	In Kazakhstan there are 1674 operating enterprises with participation of the Turkish capital. The given enterprises basically operate in the spheres of wholesale and retail trade, building and sphere of services. At the same time, in the market of Kazakhstan there are such large Turkish companies, as “Ram Dis Ticaret”, a part of financial and industrial group “Koc Holding”, and also “Anadolu Grubu”, “Enka Holding”, “Tekfen Holding”, “Alarko Holding”, “Ceylan Insaat”, “Ahsel”, and “Okan Holding”.

Perspective cooperation is represented in the field of agriculture, industry, trade, in the sphere of development of small and medium business. On 10-15 February 2008 interdepartmental delegation of Kazakhstan visited Bursa, Istanbul, Corlu and Denizli for presentation of textile cluster of “Ontustik” special economic zone. Within the frameworks of a trip meetings with a management of the central and local executive powers, commercial and industrial chambers and associations of businessmen, businessmen, are organized for presentation of textile cluster.

On June 19, 2008 during the visit to Kazakhstan of Turkish delegation led by I.Kemaloglu, the General director of Turkish Grain Board corporation, the meeting with D.Uvashev, the director of the External economic department of “Food contract corporation, JSC” national company has taken place. The Turkish Grain Board is the state corporation and carries out activity on purchase and sale of the grain. Following the results of a meeting the Protocol of negotiations on  realisation of grain between two state corporations has been signed.

Since 2006 powersupply sphere develops dynamically, showing much more results in comparison with other directions of mutual relations. Turkey gives great value to a question of transportation of the Kazakhstan power resources through her territory on the world markets. On July 13h, 2006 official opening ceremony of an oil pipeline of Baku-Tbilisi-Cehan with participation of B.Izmuhambetov, Minister of energy and mineral resources of Kazakhstan, had place in Ceyhan.  On January 24, 2007 the meeting of delegation of “KazMunayGaz, JSC” national company, led by the first vice-president Z.Kulekeyev, with Turkish Prime minister R.T. Erdogan for acquaintance with an official position of the Turkish government concerning choosing of the partner from a Turkish side under civil-engineering design of oil factory has taken place. The given project also has great value for Ankara, as well as an oil pipeline of Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan and the project of an oil pipeline Samsun-Ceyhan which realisation is begun by joint efforts of the company «Calik Enerji», Italian «ENI» and Indian «Indian Oil». In August of 2008 in Kazakhstan the representatives of the company «Calik Enerki» have held meetings with representatives of a management of “KazMunayGaz, JSC” national company in which course projects of possible cooperation of the parties were discussed. 

	In March of 2009 the Turkish delegation led by H.Guler, Minister of energy and natural resources of Turkey, has visited Kazakhstan where meetings with a management of Ministry of energy and mineral resources of Kazakhstan have taken place. During negotiations both sides have expressed intention on cooperation in oil, gas, electropower branches, and also in the field of wind and a solar energy.

Also bilateral cooperation proceeds in the transportation sphere, making direct impact on increase in volume of mutual trade. During July 23-25, 2009 the session of the Commission concerning the international automobile transportations has been held in Astana. Following the results of which at the initiative of a Turkish side the arrangement on an establishment of a quota of an exchange of blanks of permissions to the international automobile cargo transportations for 2008 in number of 6000 pieces and 1000 forms of permissions in (from) the third countries is reached.

The need of activization of cooperation for the given sphere has been underlined during meetings of presidents of Kazakhstan and Turkey. In particular, following projects are given a strategic value: the East-West railway and support of this project by Kazakhstan; expediency of involvement in the project of port Aktau within the limits of a railway direction South-East Asia – China – Kazakhstan – port Aktau – ports of Georgia – Turkey – Europe and necessity of the prompt start of a container trains communication by Istanbul-Almaty route with the decision of questions of tariffs and the train diagramme of a train within the limits of Organization of economic cooperation; building of a Kars-Ahalkalaki-Tbilisi-Baku railroad line within the limits of creation of a new transit railway corridor.

For the purpose of use of the railway-ferry communication which creation is planned between Samsun (Turkey) – Caucasus (Russian Federation), in the transport communication between Turkey and Kazakhstan, in August, 2008 Berikbol Arkenov, vice-president of “KazTransServis, JSC”, has met in Turkey with representatives of Agency on foreign trade at the office of Prime-minister of Turkey and Veisi Kurt, assistant general director of “Turkish railways”. During a meeting questions of functioning of Istanbul-Almaty container train line started in 2001 have been discussed. 

Active cooperation in investments sphere develops. The number of companies from Kazakhstan, working in Turkey, has reached 150, and volume of Kazakhstan’s investments into Turkey reached 4 bln. US dollars. 

Military and military-technical cooperation

In the field of military and military-technical cooperation several directions are covered: the organisation of mutual visits for the purpose of opinion exchange on various issues, cooperation within the limits of the NATO “Partnership for peace” program, cooperation in the field of the defense industry, providing of the military assistance to the Armed Forces of Kazakhstan, training of the Kazakh military servicemen in Turkey and Kazakhstan (mostly for Special Forces).

The important sphere of cooperation is the education of Kazakh military personnel in military educational establishments of Turkey. Annually in Turkish military schools (military lycées, military colleges and academies) about 35-40 military servicemen from Kazakhstan are trained. Besides, 5-6 Kazakhstan military men every year participate in short-term courses in the NATO “Partnership for peace” center in Ankara. 
Continues the work on the agreements reached during the visit of D. Ahmetov, Minister of Defense of Kazakhstan, to Turkey in December of 2008. During that visit D. Ahmetov had official meetings with A. Gul, president of the Republic of Turkey, V.Gonul, Minister of national defense, I. Basbug, chief of the General Staff of Turkey. Also he has visited a number of military installations (Command of Special Forces, the educational centre of peace-keeping force, military school of Land Forces) where he studied the program of preparation of various divisions, examined arms and equipment, met the Kazakhstan military servicemen trained in Turkey. 
Notable results were brought by cooperation of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Kazakhstan with ASELSAN company, the leading company of Turkish defense industry, that begun in previous years. In May 2008 the representatives of ASELSAN company have taken part at arms exhibition in the Republic of Kazakhstan. As a result of the signed contract the complete set (servers, personal computers, radio stations, special software) of the educational centre of the Command and control system (C4I) has been delivered to the Military institute of radio electronics and communication (in Almaty). 

	Cooperation of two countries in the field of military-technical cooperation brings a mutual interest. So, the Turkish side is interested in cooperation with the enterprises of defense industry of Kazakhstan that have experience of working out and manufacture of various types of weapons during the Soviet period and continuing such a work now. E.g. the Turkish company “STM” (Savunma Teknolojileri Muhendislik), associated with the Ministry of national defense of the Republic of Turkey, offers the establishment of joint venture with Kazakhstan’s “KirovMashZavod” factory (in Almaty) on designing and manufacturing of “The Turkish national torpedo” for the Turkish Naval Forces. 

Cultural-Humanitarian cooperation

Bilateral cooperation becomes more active in cultural-humanitarian sphere too. The special attention in expansion of cultural-humanitarian cooperation is given to participation of representatives of sides in cultural events, continuation of practice of an exchange by delegations of artists, development of brotherhood connections between cities and regions of two countries.

It is necessary to note one of the important directions in the given sphere – 24th session of Permanent council of Ministers of culture of Turkic-speaking states (TURKSOY), that was arranged on May 27-28, 2008 in Ankara. Representatives of Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Kyrgyzstan, Turkey, Turkmenistan have taken part in the work of the given session, and also Turkic-speaking nationalities of Altai, Bashkortostan, Tatarstan, Tyva, Sakha-Yakutiya, Khakassiya (parts of the Russian Federation) and Gagauz Yeri (part of the Republic of Moldova). The Kazakhstan delegation was headed by the vice-minister of culture and information of the Republic of Kazakhstan. During session the election of the General director of the given organization had been voted, as the result of which D.Kasejnov, Special Envoy of Kazakhstan’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Special representative of Kazakhstan in the CIS for cultural-humanitarian cooperation, has been selected on this position. Participants of session have been accepted by K.Toptan, Speaker of the Turkish parliament, and A. Gul, President of the Republic of Turkey. 

In a sphere of education a vivid example of successful interaction is functioning of the international Kazakh-Turkish university of H. A. Yasavi in the city of Turkestan, S.Demirel private university in Almaty, Zhambyl registration-credit-economic college, 24 Kazakh-Turkish Lycées, the Dostyk educational centre, the Shahlan elementary school (where children of Turkish citizens living and working in Kazakhstan are trained). Also on May 21, 2003 during official visit of N.Nazarbaev, the President of Kazakhstan, to Turkey the Abay school has been opened in Istanbul.

The process of support of Kazakh students trained in leading Turkish universities and of Kazakh diaspora living in Turkey proceeds. Till now 1500 citizens of Kazakhstan have finished Turkish universities, 453 people continue training (283 – toward a bachelor degree, 129 – at a master level, 41 – postgraduate study). Z. Tuymebayev, Minister of education and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, by the invitation of Huseyin Celik, Minister of national education of Turkey, visited Ankara on May 1-2, 2007. Meetings with Huseyin Celik, management of the Higher attestation committee (YOK), the State organization on scientific and technical researches of Turkey (TUBITAK) and with Kazakh students, trained in universities of Ankara were held. During negotiations questions of development and deepening of bilateral cooperation have been considered and the Memorandum of cooperation in sphere of technical and vocational training between Ministries of education of Kazakhstan and Turkey has been signed. Also it is necessary to notice, that on June 1, 2008  within the frameworks of the International Olympic Games of Turkish language the award «For the contribution of development of Turkish language», established by Ataturk, has been awarded to N. Nazarbayev, President of Kazakhstan. The session of 9th Kazakh-Turkish Permanent commission on cooperation in a sphere of education in which H. Celik, Minister of education of Turkey, will take part from a Turkish side, is planned during the period October 16-18, 2009 in Astana.

One of perspective directions of bilateral cultural-humanitarian connections is development of communications between regions of two countries. Now there are agreements on establishment  of communications between following cities and regions: Astana – Ankara, Almaty – Istanbul, Zhambyl region – Karaman province, Almaty region – Antalya province, the Western Kazakhstan region – Eskesehir province, the Southern Kazakhstan region – Izmir province, Turkestan – Sivas, Akmola region – Elazig province, Shymkent – Nigde, Kapchagay – Bursa province.

As one of spheres of development of relations it is necessary to note the participation of the Kazakhstan’s delegations in the events arranged in Turkey. One of such events was the International congress on Asia and the North Africa studies, September 10-15, 2007 in Ankara, where the delegation of Kazakh scientists led by academician A. Nysanbayev had taken part. The “TASAM” centre of strategic researches with the support of the Organization of Islamic Conference and the administration of president of the Republic of Turkey had conducted the “Education in Islamic countries” international congress, October 24-27, 2007 in Istanbul with participation of delegation of the Kazakhstan scientists led by S. Berkimbayeva, rector of the Kazakh state female pedagogical institute.

The contact between the Union of writers of Kazakhstan and the Eurasian union of writers of Turkey is established, since January of 2007 the «Brotherly feather» magazine is published with writings of Kazakh classics, poets and publicists. Till today with Turkish side support books of more than 35 Kazakhstan’s authors, including works of N. A. Nazarbayev, Abay, Zhambyl, M. Zhumabayev, M. Auezov, O. Suleymenov, A. Kekilbayev, M. Shakhanov, has been translated into Turkish language. Among the recent publications were the book of N. A. Nazarbayev – “The Kazakhstan way” and “Asian Breakthrough”, which translation was made with support of the Embassy of Kazakhstan to Turkey.

Also it is necessary to note the decision of the government of Kazakhstan on a construction in the centre of Astana of a monument to Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, the founder of the Republic of Turkey. At the initiative of a Turkish side 6 monuments to outstanding figures of the Kazakh people are erected in Turkey: to M. Zhumabayev and M. Auezov – in Kecioren (Ankara); to a Kazakh girl – on Kazakhstan street of Ankara; to Kabanbay batyr - in Kazakhstan park in Istanbul; to Abay – in Abay high school in Zeytinburnu (Istanbul); to Ablay khan – in city of Nigde.

One of the main events in cultural cooperation will be the official ceremony of opening of the joint clinical and diagnostical medical center at H. A. Yasavi International Kazakh-Turkish University in the city of Turkestan planned for the end of 2009.
