Question: 

Choose one of the three security threats in Asia (e.g. ‘nuclear and mass destructive weapons development’, ‘public human health’, and ‘territorial and maritime boundary disputes’) and answer ALL THREE PARTS focusing on your chosen topic.  

Part I: Choose ONE of the three chapters below in your required reading and answer one of the three questions. (200~250words):

Chapter 26: According to the author, what are the major explanations in the theoretical literature regarding the question: ‘why certain states pursue nuclear weapons?’  
Chapter 31: “While the securitization of certain communicable disease outbreaks contributes to the quick mobilization of resources to prevent and control their spread, such initiatives may only be short-lived.” Explain what this statement means.   
Chapter 27: “Any dispute with another state carries some price or opportunity cost, usually forgone military, economic, or diplomatic cooperation. … As a result, a state may use territorial concessions for aid from the opposing state as a means of ameliorating the more pressing or immediate threats that it faces.”
Explain whether and why you agree or disagree with the above quoted theorem.   
Part II: In your view, to what extent are the author’s explanations that you provided in Part I applicable to Asia? (200~250words)? 

Part III: To what extent does multilateral regional security cooperation in Asia contribute to mitigating and/or resolving the tensions and threats that you’ve chosen to answer for Part I and Part II questions (namely, nuclear weapons, human health, or territorial disputes) (200~250words)?         

EVALUATION CRITERIA: 

Answer the question directly (clarity), effectively (good structure), logically (reasoning/flow), adequately (sufficient information), appropriately (utilising course materials, required reading and other relevant supporting information), critically (analytical skills), and intuitively (creativity and originality).
